3.	 For this application, two (2) EBM modules must be used. This is because the removal of the suspension module 
severs other modules in the daisy chain, which will raise a handful of DTC errors if the two modules are not 
used together. Using the tables, schematic, and photos below, match the wires and splice them together with 
the T-Tap connectors. NOTE: The EBM with the blue dot is for “Lo-Speed” or “GMLAN 2” referenced in the 
schematic (Figures 105, 106, 107, 108, 109)
